LEXINGTON, Ky. (Feb. 29, 2008) − The University of Kentucky hosts the 2008 Kentucky Day of Percussion on Saturday, March 8, at the Singletary Center for the Arts. Veteran drum set performer Curt Moore headlines this year's event, which includes workshops, concerts and clinics and is sponsored by the Kentucky Chapter of the Percussive Arts Society (PAS). 

San Francisco-based Moore has more than 100 recordings to his credit and has shared the recording studio and the concert stage with many of today's leading jazz and Latin artists while performing throughout California and the U.S. 
Moore, a versatile educator, received his bachelor's degree from San Jose State University where he studied classical percussion with Anthony Cirone and graduated with an emphasis in jazz performance. Since graduation, he has served on the teaching staff of the six-time world champion Santa Clara Vanguard Drum and Bugle Corps and currently teaches at The Jazz School in Berkeley, Calif.
Several other accomplished artists will appear at the daylong event including:
· Thomas Burritt, associate professor of percussion at University of Texas – Austin, who will present a session on percussion accessory performance; 

· Frank Oddis, associate professor of music and coordinator of the Morehead State University Percussion Program, and John Willmarth, an active performer, composer, author and educator from central Kentucky, who will present fundamental tracks focusing on drum set techniques; 
· Tom Rarick, a percussionist for the U.S. Air Force Band and percussion co-captain head/front ensemble arranger at Westminster High School in Westminster, Md.; and 
· Michael Spiro, an internationally recognized percussionist, recording artist and educator known for his work in the Latin music field. 
The Day of Percussion is an annual event now in its 23rd year in Kentucky. The agenda for this event is designed for all ages of percussion students, teachers and enthusiasts. 
Admission to the 2008 Kentucky Day of Percussion is $10 for non-PAS members and $5 for PAS members. Registration will begin at 8:30 a.m. in the Singletary Center for the Arts lobby.
