Parking Tips

Students should familiarize themselves with
campus parking map before the first day of
classes

Allow plenty of time to arrive on campus,

especially during peak class times (Monday
through Thursday, 8 a.m. — 12:30 p.m.)

Keep a campus parking map in vehicle
Program PTS phone number into cell phone

_ook for PTS employees directing traffic for any
guestions about where to park

by mail or on our Web site:

All student permits are $232

~rom August 1 to September 15, all student
permits issued online or by mail only

Permit fees fund campus bus service

Permits requested today will be mailed to the
student’s home address around the end of July
or first week of August




Where Can My Student Park?

Residential Permits

Wait until you have received your
official housing assignment

Required by August 27

Most “R” areas require an R permit

Commuter Students

- K permit
Commonwealth Stadium area

(Red, Blue, E/K, R/K)
- Required by September 8

Short-term parking
Parking meters throughout campus

Time limits of 45 minutes or 3
hours

Pay to park in Parking Structure #5
or #7




Obtaining a Disabled Permit

Short-term (up to two weeks)
- Contact Parking Services

Extended/Permanent

- Contact Disabled Student Services, Room 2,
Alumni Gym

- 257-2754

- UK disabllity permit required to park on campus




Evening Parking Options

Parking Structures #5 and #7
Any valid student permit may enter after 3:30 p.m., or pay by the hour

Parking Structures #1, #2 and #6
- Any valid student permit may enter after 3:30 p.m.

Campus lots
Most areas require a permit until 7:30 p.m.

K or R permits are valid in most Employee (“E”) and Commuter (“C”) lots from
3:30 pm to 7:30 p.m.

No permit required in E or C after 7:30 p.m. unless otherwise posted
Evening Permits

$56 per semester

Valid after 3:30 p.m. in certain lots

Football Game Day Parl;i{ri,‘g‘;\b

- Vehicles in K lot must be moved by 9 a.m. on
days of home football games

- Student may move their vehicles to any E lot,
except E/C2 lot, anytime after 3:30 p.m. on

~riday
DO not move to an “R” lot

Parking Structures #1 and #7 are closed on
game days

- Cars must be moved back to Commonwealth

Stadium before 5 a.m. Monday




Consequences for Parking In
Violation

. Citations range from $15-$175
- Most citations are $25

. Impoundment fee is $87

. Persistent violator = 6 or more citations
- Impoundment fee - $112




What to Do...

If your student’s vehicle is impounded...
- Student should call PTS

Must pay all citation and impoundment charges before
vehicle will be released

Impoundment fee is $87, $112 for persistent violators

Right to appeal citations
All citations must be paid before appeal process
begins
Can be done in person or online within 10 days




Avoid the Parking Blues:
Reminders for your Students

Read rules and regulations
Park only between two SOLID white lines
Pay tickets promptly

- Risk of getting impounded
- HOLD on student account

- Prevents registration and add/drop

Emergency flashers do not excuse parking
In violation
