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The University of Kentucky now offers a joint major that combines foreign
language proficiency with training in economics to prepare students for
employment in enterprises doing business internationally. The program
prepares students to succeed after graduation by combining high-quality
classroom instruction with practical in-country learning opportunities. The
program provides preparation for participation in internships and exchange
programs and builds foundation for a future career in international business,
or degrees in international law, an MBA in international business, or the
Patterson School of International Diplomacy.
