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The Latin American Studies program provides an integrated, interdiscipli-
nary approach to the study of a geographic and cultural region. The core
course (LAS 201), the senior course in directed research, and careful faculty
supervision are essential components of the degree program. Students
choose, however, from a variety of courses in anthropology, economics,
geography, history, political science, the Spanish language and Spanish
American literature.

120 hours (minimum)
Any student earning a Bachelor of Arts (BA) degree must complete a
minimum of 39 hours at the 300+ level. These hours are generally com-
pleted by the major requirements. However, keep this hour requirement in
mind as you choose your course work for the requirements in the major. A
complete description of College requirements for a Bachelor of Arts degree
can be found on page 94 of the 2004-2005 UK Bulletin.
