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The curriculum in psychology includes courses in the major content areas
of psychology. The program provides course work emphasizing the funda-
mental concepts and techniques of this basic behavioral science. In addition
to course work, the program provides for experience in conducting and
analyzing laboratory and field research.

120 hours (minimum)

Any student earning a Bachelor of Science (BS) degree must complete a
minimum of 60 hours in natural, physical, mathematical, and computer
science. Please note: with the exception of PSY 215, PSY 216, PSY 312,
PSY 456, and PSY 565, courses with a PSY prefix are generally not
accepted towards fulfilling this 60-hour requirement. Therefore, be sure to
keep this requirement in mind as you choose your course work for the
requirements in the major. A complete description of College requirements
for a Bachelor of Science degree, including a specific listing of courses
applicable to the 60-hour requirement, can be found on page 96 of the 2004-
2005 UK Bulletin.
