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In the Hospitality Management and Tourism program option in Nutrition and
Food Science, which leads to the B.S. in Hospitality Management, students
acquire the specialized knowledge needed for careers in the hospitality
industry. They also receive training in the basic functions, objectives, and
techniques of management. The student is prepared for managerial posi-
tions in hotels, restaurants, non-commercial food service and tourism
areas, as well as positions as purchasing agents, food service equipment
specialists, food service planning specialists, and other careers.

Entrance Requirement
The minimum grade-point average for entrance of all students into the
Hospitality Management and Tourism program is 2.30.

Progression Requirement

In addition, students must have completed the following pre-major courses
with a grade of C or better in order to progress to courses which are major
requirements: CS 101, ACC 201, ACC 202, ECO 201, ECO 202, HMT 120,
HMT 270, HMT 208, NFS 204, and NFS 241.
