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The primary aims of the Division of German Studies are to help students
develop their German language skills and gain an understanding of the
literature and culture of the German-speaking countries. Students majoring
in German earn the Bachelor of Arts or Bachelor of Science degree.
Requirements for teacher certification in secondary foreign languages are
outlined in the College of Education section of the UK Bulletin.
