DISTANCE LEARNING
PROGRAMS

Distance Learning Programs provides a
wide variety of faculty and student support
services to enable development and delivery
of credit coursesand programsthroughout the
Commonwealth of Kentucky and around the
world, with over 6,000 enrollmentsannually.
Distance Learning students enroll in 10 full
degree programs, over 600 courses, 5 certifi-
catesand state-mandated trainingwhileresid-
ing in over 200 cites and towns in more than
100 Kentucky counties. Distance Learning
Programs delivers course work in coopera-
tionwiththe Teaching and Academic Support
Center, UK academic departments and col-
leges, and other ingtitutions of higher educa-
tion. Available advanced delivery modesin-
clude interactive video, World Wide Web
instruction, video-desktop conferencing, and
telecoursesofferedonKET and UKTV Chan-
nel 16. Specific support includes:

» technical coordinators at each of the
interactive video sites throughout Ken-
tucky;

 support of Web devel opment to enhance
distance learning courses;

» extensiveDistancel earningstudent sup-
port services;

« marketingfor Distancel earning courses
and programs;

EVENING AND WEEKEND
PROGRAMS

Highquality courses, compl etedegreepro-
grams and student services are offered at
convenient timesthrough Evening and Week-
end Programs. Of the 11,000 students who
enroll in evening and weekend courses every
semester, many are busy people who pursue
their educational goals while balancing job
responsibilitiesandfamily commitments. Stu-
dents who wish to take one or two courses to
enhance job skills or learn something new
may choose from over 420 courses taught
every semester in evenings and on weekends
in 70 fields. Those who wish to complete
unfinished degrees or begin study may select
from eight bachelor, masters and doctoral
degree programs.

Adults who wish to enroll in UK courses
without seeking adegree may do so asnonde-
gree undergraduate students or post-bacca-
laureate graduate students. College credit
earned asanondegree student may be applied
to adegree program at alater date when the
student meets University requirements for
admission in degree-seeking status.

Students who have been denied admission
to UK as degree-seeking students, applicants
under current UK academic or disciplinary
suspension, and individuals currently under
suspension at other institutionsmay not enrol |
in UK evening and weekend courses.

Scholarship Program

Evening and Weekend Programs adminis-
ters a scholarship program that provides fi-
nancial aid to University of Kentucky adult
students and students enrolled in electroni-
cally-delivered courses. Of the six scholar-
shipsavailableto graduateand undergraduate
students, nearly $30,000 in financial aid is
awarded annually.

Evening and Weekend Programs
Withdrawal and Refund Policy

Students enrolled exclusively in evening
and weekend (sections401-450) courseswho
officially withdraw from the University or
from oneor more coursesareentitled toafull
refund of all feespaidfor thosecoursesif they

withdraw beforetheend of the second week of
classes. Studentswho officially withdraw af-
ter thesecond week of classbut beforetheend
of the fourth week of classes are entitled to a
refund of one-half the fees paid. No feeswill
be refunded to students who withdraw after
theend of thefourthweek of classes. Requests
for refunds should be made in the Evening
and Weekend Programs office.

The request to withdraw must be made in
writing. Thedateonwhichtheletter or cardis
postmarked will be used as the official with-
drawal date.

INDEPENDENT STUDY
PROGRAM

The UK Independent Study Program as-
sistsindividuals from middle school onward
in achieving their educational aspirations.
Whether students live nearby or around the
world, traditional mail delivery, electronic
mail, and online offerings provide vehicles
for convenient high-quality middle, high
school, and college courses suited to their
needs and preferences.

UK Independent Study offers over one
hundred UK college credit correspondence
courses, over ninety half-unit high school
credit courses in subjects such as English,
socia studies, mathematics, business educa-
tion, health, foreign languages, and sciences,
and arising number of middle school courses
in English, social studies, science, and math-
ematics.

ISP High School Division

The High School Division offers a com-
plete curriculum of basic coursesrequired for
graduation from Kentucky high schools. All
courses are taught by certified teachers, and
all students are required to pass a proctored,
comprehensivefinal examination. All courses
are offered in the correspondence format, but
an increasing number include an e-mail op-
tion for transmission of assignments.

In addition, the High School Division of-
fers Advanced Placement courses in Calcu-
lus, Spanish, and English. These courses are
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designed to prepare high school students for
Advanced Placement tests.

Also offered by the High School Division
aretwenty-two half-unit (onesemester) Middle
School (Grades 6, 7, and 8) courses in basic
subjectssuch asLanguage Arts/English, Inte-
grated Math, Earth Science, Life Science, and
Socia Studies.

ISP College Division

Studentsenrollingfor college-level courses
must satisfy course prerequisites, but official
transcriptsare not required. Admissionto the
University of Kentucky isnot arequirement
for enrollment in ISP college credit course
work.

Students pursuing degrees at the Univer-
sity of Kentucky should be aware of the fol-
lowing regulations concerning independent
study (correspondence) courses:

1. No more than 30 credit hours of the
total required for an undergraduate de-
gree may be earned through indepen-
dent study courses. No more than one-
third of the requirements for a major
may be earned through independent
study courses.

2. Studentsmay enroll for anindependent
study courseany time during the calen-
dar year and haveoneyear fromthedate
of enrollment in which to finish the
course. Students may obtain a four-
month extension.

3. Studentsin residence at the University
must have permission from their dean
to register for an independent study
course.

4. Hoursearned by independent study will
be credited in the term in which the
student enrolled.

5. Graduate or professional credit is not
granted for work taken by independent
study. Graduatestudents, however, may
do independent study work, and the
credit earned can be applied toward
undergraduatemajor and/or minor fields
for certification purposes.
