ADMISSIONPOLICY

Admission to the University is sufficient
for admission to the College of Communica-
tionsand Information Studies asapremaj or
for studentswho have completed |essthan 45
semester hours. An application must befiled
with thecollegein order for astudent tobe
considered for admission asa premajor or
major. However, admission as a premajor
doesnot guaranteeadmissionasamaj or inone
of thedegreeprogramsinthe Collegeof Com-
municationsand Information Studies. In gen-
eral, admission as a major depends upon the
qualifications and preparation of the appli-
cant, aswell astheavailability of resourcesfor
maintainingquality instruction. Additionally,
depending onthetiming of admissionintothe
major program, students may not have access
to major classes until subsequent semesters.

Upper-divisionadmissionintoadegreepro-
gram is necessary in order to be granted a
baccal aureatedegreefromtheCollegeof Com-
munications and Information Studies.

Transfer Students

TheSchool of Journalismand Telecommu-
nications is accredited by the Accrediting
Council on EducationinJournalismand Mass
Communication (ACEJMC). Under
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ACEJIMC guidelines, no more than 12 hours
of journalismand masscommunicationscourses
from a student’s previous institution(s) may
be counted toward a degree in journalism,
integrated strategic communication or tele-
communications at the University of Ken-
tucky.

Admission to Degree Programs

In order to be admitted to any of the four
undergraduate majors (communication, inte-
grated strategic communication, journalism,
and telecommunications) offered by the Col-
legeof Communicationsand I nformation Stud-
ies, an applicant must fulfill the following
requirements:

1. Enrollment in the University of Ken-
tucky (Studentsare considered for ac-
ceptance by the college only after ac-
ceptance by the University.);

2. Completion of 45 semester hours of
course work;

3. Minimum of 2.6 cumulative grade-
point average;

4. Completion of premajor requirements
of the program to which applicationis
made. Students must attain a mini-
mum grade-point aver age of 3.0 on
all premajor cour ses*;

5. Completion of the University Studies
Programrequirements| (Math), 11 (For-
eign Language), Ill (Inference), IV
(Written Communication) and V11 (So-
cia Sciences), plus six more hours
fromVI (Natura Sciences) and/or V111
(Humanities);

6. Submission of an application form.

*For the journalism premajor requirements, the student’s
gradein JOU 204 countsdoubleinfiguring the premajor grade-
point average.

Nostudent will beallowedtotest out of any
Journalism, Integrated Strategic Communica-
tion, or Telecommunication course. A student
takingasimilar coursefromanother ingtitution
wouldstill beallowed credit shouldthecourse
meet criteriasimilar tothe University of Ken-
tucky course.

Studentsmeeting theserequirementswill be
designated as majors or as students with
upper-division standing in the program to
which admission is granted. Any student not
meeting one or more of these requirements
may be granted premagjor status.

In the admission considerations, when per-
sonal, academic, professional, or intellectual
circumstances tend to discount lower aca-
demic scores, admission may be granted if
thereisother persuasive evidence of both the
capability and motivation to undertake suc-
cessfully aprograminthe Collegeof Commu-
nications and Information Studies.

Annually, the College of Communications
and Information Studies faculty will review
the minimum standards required for admis-
siontothecollege. Any changeinrequirements
will be implemented at the beginning of the

academic year (fall semester) and will bein
effect for the entire academic year. If the
standards are to be changed, the Dean of the
College of Communicationsand Information
Studies will submit the proposed change by
February 1 to the University Senate Council
for approval, with prior circulation to the
University deans and directors.

Admissions Process

Applications from students outside the
University of Kentucky seeking admissionto
the College of Communicationsand Informa-
tion Studies, whether for lower-division or
upper-division status, must bereceived by the
University of Kentucky Admissions Office
no later than April 1 (for summer sessions),
August 1 (for fall semester) and December 1
(for spring semester).

Students enrolled in other UK collegeson
campus may apply for admission during the
first week of fall and spring semesters, or
prior to the priority registration period. The
appropriatedeadlinesarelistedintheUniver-
sity calendar as approved times to change
majors.

Each applicant bears the responsibility to
see that the application contains all the re-
quested materials.

Automaticacceptance: Assumingall else
is in order, applicants with a 2.6 or above
undergraduate grade-point average will be
accepted. Onceaccepted, each student will be
assigned a major advisor by the appropriate
department office.

Admission based upon departmental re-
view: Studentswho do not meet one or more
of the requirements for admission, but who
feel that thisis due to extenuating personal,
academic, professional, or intellectua cir-
cumstances, must describethesecircumstances
in detail in a separate letter of appeal. These
circumstances will be considered by the Ad-
missions Committee of the appropriate pro-
gram. The applicant will beinformed in writ-
ing of the committee’s decision, which aso
will be forwarded to the college’s Office of
Undergraduate Studies.

Enrollment in Upper Division Courses

Enrollment in College of Communications
and Information Studies courses numbered
300-599 will belimitedin order of priority to:

1. majorsand minorsin College of Com-
munications and Information Studies
degree programs,

2. non-College of Communications and
Information Studies students who are
registered for specific programs re-
quiring College of Communications
and Information Studies courses;

3. other studentsor categoriesof students
with the express permission of the
department offering the course (de-
partments may choose to declare cer-

tain courses as open enrollment
COUrses).

GRADUATIONREQUIREMENTS

To earn either the Bachelor of Arts or the
Bachelor of Science degreein the College of
Communications and Information Studies,
each student must (1) complete 120 hours of
course work (excluding courses lower than
the 100 level, courseswith an R designation,
physical education service courses, and/or
EXP 396 credits) with a grade-point average
of at least 2.0 and (2) complete at least 42
hoursinupper divisioncourses(3000r above).
No more than 60 hours may be taken within
the college.

Graduatesdevel op strongoral,
written, and interpersonal communication
skillsaswell asan advanced ability toanalyze
and critique messages, behaviors, and media

Majorstypically plan their upper-division
course work around four identified career
paths: corporate communication, health com-
munication, interpersonal relationships, and
masscommunication. Studentsal so cantailor
their own unique program of study to meet
specific needs. Careful planning with the
student’ s advisor is necessary.

Communication majors are encouraged to
participate in educational activities beyond
regular course offerings. The department has
an excellent internship program which offers
the opportunity for work with employersin
corporate, government, and public service
agencies. Inaddition, studentsmay electtodo
independent study work with individual fac-
ulty on special topics or projects.

Thejournalismmajor preparesstudentsfor
leadershiprolesinrapidly changing mediaby
requiring astrong core of journalism courses
within therich context of aliberal arts educa-
tion. Coursesaredesigned to foster anal ytical
and critical thinking skills and to teach stu-
dentsto communicate effectively withamass
audience.

Founded in 1914, the journalism program
hasfull national accreditation by the Accred-
iting Council on Education in Journalism and
Mass Communications. Alumni include Pu-
litzer Prize winners, Nieman fellows and na-
tionally known journalists.

Journalism majors learn about media law,
ethicsand history, and about the media srole
in an increasingly diverse society. The pro-
gramemphasizeshands-onlearning. Students
select either aprint or electronic emphasisin
their professional skillscourses. Majorschoos-
ing a print emphasis have the opportunity to
write for a daily newspaper. Students who
select the electronic track gain on-air experi-
enceat theuniversity radio station and report,
anchor, videotape and produce a newscast
aired on alocal cable channel.

Graduatesarepreparedfor jobsasreporters
and editors for print, broadcast and online
media, and for positions as assignment edi-
tors, producers, managing editors, publishers
and new media entrepreneurs. Courses are
also offered for studentsinterested in special -
ized careerssuch assportsreporting, business
writing, arts criticism or graphic design.

All mgjors are encouraged to supplement
their course work with media experience at
the Kentucky Kernel, the independent daily
student newspaper; the Kentuckian, the stu-
dent yearbook; WUKY , the university’ s pub-
lic radio station, or WRFL, the student-run
radio station.

M.S. in
LIBRARY SCIENCE

The School of Library and Information
Science began in 1933 as the Department of
Library SciencewithintheCollegeof Artsand
Sciences. Sixty yearslater,in1993, theCollege
of Library and Information Science merged
with the College of Communicationsto form
the College of Communicationsand Informa-
tion Studies. The new college consists of a
School of Library and Information Science, a
School of Journalism and Telecommunica-
tions, and a Department of Communication.
Theschool offersoneof 58 master’ sprograms
inlibrary andinformationscienceintheUnited
States and Canada that are accredited by the
American Library Association.

The School of Library and Information
Scienceprovidesstudentswiththebasicknowl-
edgeandskillsrequiredtofunctioneffectively
inbeginning professional positionsinvarious
types of libraries and information-providing
agencies. It contributesto theadvancement of
both the theory and practice of librarianship
through systematic and continuing research
and publication and provides continuing pub-
lic service to individuals, libraries, profes-
sional organizationsandrelatedinstitutionsto
the end of promoting effective and efficient
information services.

The School of Library and Information
Science maintainsflexibility and opennessto
change through the participation of faculty,
students, and administration in the decision-
making process. The student body of about
230 has its own organization, LISSO, the
Library and Information Science Student Or-
ganization, whichrepresentsstudentsin school
deliberations. Studentssit on committeesand
share significantly in the development of the
school. The student organization participates
in orientation programs, publishes anewsdl et-
ter, and sponsors social activities throughout
the year. The diversity of the students, in
terms of geography and interests and back-
grounds, helps to create an atmosphere in
which change and improvement in the pro-
gram can take place.

Thelibraries of the University, William T.
Young, M.l. King and the branch libraries,
constitute the major “laboratory” facility for
library andinformation sciencestudents. They

aresupplemented by other librariesinthearea
including those at the Lexington Theol ogical
Seminary, theV eterans AdministrationMedi-
cal Center, theLexington Public Library, sev-
era nearby public libraries and the State De-
partment for Librariesand Archivesin Frank-
fort.

Admission

Theadmissions philosophy of theschool is
to admit studentswho are capabl e of satisfac-
tory academic performance and who show
promise of being able to function as compe-
tent and effective librarians and information
managers. A basic requirement for admission
is an undergraduate degree in any discipline
(from an accredited institution) with agrade-
point average of at least 2.75 on a4.00 scale.
Inadditiontheapplicant should present Gradu-
ate Record Examination scores, (a) on the
General Test taken before October 1, 2002, of
450 or higher ontheverbal sectionand of 400
or higher onthe quantitative section or onthe
analytical section; (b) on the General Test
taken on or after October 1, 2002, of 450 or
higher on the verbal section and of 400 or
higher on the quantitative section or 4.0 on
the analytical writing section.

While these admission standards are im-
portant, the school doestry toremain flexible
to account for individual developmental dif-
ferences and strengths.

There are no specific library science pre-
requisites for admission into the School of
Library and Information Science. Studentsare
urged not to takeaminor inlibrary scienceas
undergraduates but to concentrate on other
subject area majors and minors and obtain a

broad liberal arts background. Electives in
computer science are often very helpful.

Application must be made both to the
School of Library andInformation Scienceand
The Graduate School. For information about
applying to The Graduate School, go to:
