ORGANIZATIONOFTHE
GRADUATE SCHOOL

The Graduate Faculty consists of the
Dean of the Graduate School and all persons
appointed thereto by the President of the
University. Asthechief University agency for
the promotion of theideal s of graduate study,
it determines the policies of the Graduate
School and makes recommendations to the
University Senate on such matters as require
the approval of that body. All rules affecting
graduate work and the inauguration of new
graduate programs must be approved by the
Graduate Faculty.

TheDean. TheDeanof the Graduate School
ischarged with the administration of the poli-
cies adopted by the Graduate Faculty and the
University Senate relating to graduate stud-
ies.

TheGraduate Council iscomposed of 18
membersandtheDean of the Graduate School,
who serves as chair. There are 16 faculty
representatives and two student representa-
tives. Associatedeansserveinanonvoting, ex
officio capacity.
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The Graduate Council approves or disap-
proves proposals concerning courses offered
for graduate credit, and advises and lends
assistanceto the Dean of the Graduate School
in his execution of policies and regulations
determined by the Graduate Faculty.

Directorsof Graduate Studies. A Direc-
tor of Graduate Studies is appointed for each
program of graduate study. Among other du-
ties, each director serves as advisor to stu-
dents majoring in his or her area.

ADMISSION

Students seeking admission to a degree
program in the Graduate School must hold a
baccalaureate degree from afully accredited
institution of higher learning. An overall un-
dergraduate grade-point average of 2.75 and
3.0 on all graduate work is required by the
Graduate School. | ndividual departmentsmay
require higher grade-point averages.

All applicantsfor admission to degree pro-
grams in the Graduate School must submit
official scoreson theverbal, quantitative and
analytical writing portions of the Graduate
Record Examination, except programs with
approved aternate requirements (Account-
ing, BusinessAdministration, Health Admin-
istration, and Public Health may substitute
the GMAT).

New students applying for admission must
have two official transcripts sent by each
institution of higher learning previously at-
tended. Applicants may send official tran-
scripts, issued by the Registrar in a sealed
envelope, alongwiththeapplication. All tran-
scripts must be sent to the Graduate School.

International applicants must meet the re-
quirements listed above, as well as the En-
glish proficiency requirement; additional de-
tails are available in The Graduate School
Bulletin.

Graduating Seniors as Part-Time
Graduate Students

A senior at the University of Kentucky
lacking no more than six credit hours for
graduation and having an undergraduate
grade-point average of at least 2.75 on all
work attempted may register in adegree pro-
graminthe Graduate School with the consent
of his or her college dean, the Director of
Graduate Studies, and the Dean of the Gradu-
ate School.

The total load of such a student may not
exceed 12 credit hours. Graduate credit will
be allowed for each credit hour of graduate
work beyond the six or fewer credit hours
needed to complete undergraduate require-
ments. Requirements for the undergraduate
degree must be completed during the semes-
ter in which the student is allowed to register
for part-timegraduatework. A student apply-
ing for admission to the Graduate School
under these conditions must fill out apetition
form listing the course or courses to be taken
in order to complete the undergraduate re-
quirements. Petitionformsareavailableinthe
Graduate School.

Conditional Admission

Studentswishing to pursue ahigher degree
who are temporarily ineligible for regular
graduate admission status may be recom-
mended by the Director of Graduate Studies
for conditional admission status for a maxi-
mum of one full-time semester. Students
should refer to The Graduate School Bulletin
for further information.

Post-Baccalaureate Graduate
Students (Nondegree-Seeking
Students)

Students who hold a baccal aureate degree
and who wish to pursue graduate study with-
out adegr ee objective may apply for admis-
sion as post-baccal aureate graduate students.
An overal undergraduate grade-point aver-
age of 2.5 or better and 3.0 on al previous
graduate work is required by the Graduate
School for admission to post-baccalaureate

status. Refer to The Graduate School Bulletin
for further information.

Advanced Degrees for Faculty
Members

Membersof thefaculty, except thoseinthe
Community College System, having a rank
higher than that of instructor may not be
considered as candidates for degrees in the
discipline in which they are employed and
hold academic rank.

DUAL DEGREE PROGRAMS

The University of Kentucky offersanum-
ber of dual degree programs; such programs
require separate admission to each discipline
involved. Dual degree programs currently in
place are: JD./M.B.A., JD./M.PA., M.D./
M.B.A., M.D./M.P.H., Pharm.D./M.B.A.,
Pharm.D./M.P.A.,Pharm.D./M.S.inEconom-
ics, B.S. in Engineering/M.B.A., and B.S. in
Engineering/M.P.A. Combined study lead-
ing to both the M.D. and Ph.D. is also avail-
able.

JOINT AND COOPERATIVE
DOCTORAL PROGRAMS

Cooperative doctoral programs in educa-
tion are offered between the University of
Kentucky and other stateuniversities: Eastern
Kentucky University, Morehead State Uni-
versity, Murray State University, and West-
ern Kentucky University. These programs
permit qualified candidates to complete ap-
proximately oneyear of graduate work above
themaster’ sdegreeat the cooperating univer-
sity, and the work of each candidate is di-
rected by ajoint faculty committee from both
institutions.

Cooperativedoctoral programsinmusicol-
ogy, physics, and higher educationareoffered
between the University of Kentucky and the
University of Louisville; a cooperative pro-
gram in geology between the University of
Kentucky and Eastern Kentucky University;
and acooperativeprogramin history between
theUniversity of Kentucky and WesternKen-
tucky University. A cooperativedoctoral pro-
gram in rehabilitation sciencesis offered be-
tween the University of Kentucky, Eastern
Kentucky University, Murray State Univer-
sity, and Western Kentucky University. The
University of Kentucky and the University of
Louisville share a joint Ph.D. program in
Social Work.

CLASSIFICATION

All studentsexpecting graduatecredit must
be enrolled in the Graduate School. Graduate
studentswill conform to the general registra-
tion schedule of the University and may not
enter later than the last allowable date set by
the University Registrar.

Beforeregistering, agraduate student must
obtain his or her advisor’'s approval of the
proposed program.

ASSISTANTSHIPS, FELLOWSHIPS,
STUDENT SUPPORT

of assistantships and fellowships. An assis-
tantship isanappointment to specified teach-
ing or research duties. A fellowship isanon-
service award made to superior students to
assist in the pursuit of an advanced degree.

Assistantships

More than 1,500 teaching and research as-
sistantships are available from departments
and other units of the University. In addition
to an assistantship stipend, full or partia
tuition scholarships are available for most
assistantship holders. University-provided
healthinsuranceisoffered for full-timeassis-
tantships.

Themajority of assistantshipsare awarded
fortheacademicyear. Studentsinterestedinan
assistantship should notify the appropriate

Director of Graduate Studies by January for
the next academic year; later applicants have
areduced chanceof obtaining an assi stantship.
Most assistantship decisions are made by
April for the coming academic year.

Notification of anassistantship comesfrom
the program. Contact the Director of Gradu-
ate Studies in the program you seek to enter
regarding the availability of positions or the
status of assistantship offers. For moreinfor-
mation on assistantships, visit the Web at:

Fellowships

Non-servicefellowshipsareavailableinall
areas of graduate work. The majority of these
fellowships include a stipend as well as a
tuition scholarship and university-provided
student health insurance. Duration may be
fromonetothreeyears, depending onfellow-
ship type. While many fellowships are for-
mally awarded by the Graduate School, nomi-
nations for most fellowships are made by the
program in which a student seeks to enroll.

Fellowships are awarded for the academic
year. Departments make fellowship nomina-
tions by February for the next academic year,
so students interested in a fellowship are
strongly urged to contact the appropriate Di-
rector of Graduate Studiesno later than Janu-
ary 15forthenext academicyear. Notification
of fellowshipawardsgenerally comesfromthe
Graduate School before April 15.

Studentswho represent underserved popu-
|ationsand womeninunder-represented areas
applying for tuition scholarship and cost of
educationfunding (Commonwealth Incentive
Awardsfor Kentucky residents) or foraLyman
T. Johnson Fellowship are considered for fall
only, spring only, aswell asfor academicyear
awards.

Awards are sometimes offered before an
applicant is officially admitted to the Gradu-
ate School; all awards offered are contingent
upon admission. Post-baccal aureate (nonde-
gree) students are not eligible for fellowship
consideration, or for those tuition scholar-
ships that accompany most assistantships.
Ethnically diverse students and women in
under-represented areasareeligiblefor Com-
monwealth Incentive Awards.

Student Support

Funds are available to students enrolled in
graduate programs for assistance with ex-
penses relating to dissertation or thesis re-
search, aswell asfor travel to present research
at professional meetings.
