DSP 110 SOCIAL SCIENCES: (Subtitle Required). (3)

An introductory course of an interdisciplinary, topical, or experimental nature which may be used
toward partial fulfillment of the social science requirement in the University Studies Program. Each
proposal must include the discipline in which the course is being offered and the options available
to the student to complete the USP social science requirement. Each proposal must be approved by
the College of Arts and sciences and the Dean of Undergraduate Studies.

DSP 120 HUMANITIES: (Subtitle Required). 3)

An introductory course of an interdisciplinary, topical, or experimental nature which may be used
toward partial fulfillment of the humanities requirement in the University Studies Program. Each
proposal must include the discipline in which the course is being offered and the options available
to the student to complete the USP humanities requirement. Each proposal must be approved by the
College of Arts and sciences and the Dean of Undergraduate Studies.

DSP 130 NATURAL SCIENCES:

(Subtitle Required). (3)

An introductory course of an interdisciplinary, topical, or experimental nature which may be used
toward partial fulfillment of the natural science requirement in the University Studies Program.
Each proposal must include the discipline in which the course is being offered and the options
available to the student to complete the USP natural science requirement. Each proposal must be
approved by the College of Arts and sciences and the Dean of Undergraduate Studies.

DSP 200 GENERAL RESEARCH SKILLS:

(Subtitle Required). (3)

Course provides the basic skills required to conduct research and other scholarly activities. Prereq:
All students must be actively engaged (for an average of at least ten hours per week) in a research
or other scholarly activity under the mentorship of a UK faculty member through the UK
Undergraduate Research Program (UKURP).
