Applications for 2010-11 LLC’s will be available online beginning October 1, 2009.
Incoming students (those students whose first semester at UK will be Fall 2010) must apply by April 1,

2010. Returning students (where applicable) must apply by February 1, 2010.

Students can only be extended membership to one Living Learning Community. However, students are

invited to apply for more than one community if interested. It should be noted that special questions
must be completed for each community to which the student whishes to apply (indicated below). Only
fully completed applications will be considered for membership offers.

4. Please email the application as a Word document to livelrn@uky.edu with the email subject line reading
LLC APPLICATION (copy text and paste into word document to edit and save your application on your
computer; you can send it as an email attachment).

5. Applications will also be accepted if sent in the body of the email. Students may fax or mail in the LLC
application, and we request that responses are typed to ensure legibility. For faxed applications, fax
receipt date will be utilized as date of application. Mailed applications must be postmarked no later than
application deadline. Living Learning Program mailing information can be found on at the end of this
document.

6. Applications for SEAM, Global Scholars, & ROTC Communities must be made by indicating an LLC interest
when applying to those programs. SEAM (859.257.4628), Global Scholar Program (859.257.0043), and
ROTC (859.257.6865). Only students admitted to these programs can apply for the LLC option.

7. LLC membership offers will be extended via email (using the email address provided on the application).
Students will be given 15 business days from the date of the e-mail offer to confirm the membership
offer via email. LLC Acceptance will be confirmed by the Office of Residence Life, and students will
receive their updated Housing assignment shortly thereafter.
