NUR 740 Clinical Models for Professional and Advanced Nursin2 Care (4 credits)
Students will learn concepts underpinning clinical and business modeling. They will
conduct integrated literature reviews around a particular clinical problem and develop
evide\lce-based clinical models for practice using the best available research findings and
best practices. Each will prepare a business plan for adoption of a clinical model by a
nursing unit, clinical department, or clinical program that is fiscally and organizationally
feasible. Students will incorporate concepts of teamwork and interdisciplinary
collaboration into the plans, including evaluation and supervision.
Prerequisites: NUR 604, Advanced Practice Nursing Leadership; emollment in graduate
program in nursing or consent of the instructor.

NUR 741 Rural Health Nursin!! Mana!!ement Practicum (3 credits)
This course provides students with in-depth clinical experience in nursing management of
an inpatient unit, a clinic, or a program. The focus is on use of clinical research in
designing, implementing and evaluating an innovative model of care fora defined rural
population. Students integrate knowledge of nursing research, leadership, management of
personnel and financial management of clinical services in the application of their
practice models.

Rationale for Dro}2osed change:
This course is a requirement for both the PhD in Nursing and the Doctor of Nursing
Practice Programs. The course has been taught as part of the PhD Program since its
inception 16 years ago, but not using a distributed learning fonnat. Presently, it is
only offered on Wednesdays in a 3-hour block to meet the scheduling needs of our
PhD students. In order to accommodate the needs of our DNP students' schedule, we
plan to offer the course alternating the teaching approach (either distributed learning
format combined with face-to-face seminar/lecture or face-to-face seminar/lecture
instruction only) on a yearly basis (i.e., one year seminar lecture only as it has been
taught, the next year in distributed learning format plus seminar/lecture). DNP and
PhD students will have the option of registering for the course when it is offered via
either method. The learning strategies will include a combination of in-class
seminars, technologically-enhanced learning activities, self-directed reading and
analysis, and experiential learning activities. We would like to highlight that the
pedagogy is technologically-enhanced, and is not solely Web-based. Hence, the
syllabus includes a variety of learning strategies.
