Jeff,


It has been recommended by various faculty and staff the need for a standard statement in all syllabi that succinctly advises students with disabilities the procedure for requesting academic accommodations.  This universal statement would also be an awareness for new faculty and provide documentation for the University in case of a federal "investigation" of services.  The following is a sample statement that was reviewed by Nancy Ray last year:


If you have a documented disability which requires academic accommodations, please see me as soon as possible during scheduled office hours.  In order to receive accommodations in this course, you must provide me with a Letter of Accommodation from the Disability Resource Center.  If you have not already done so, please register with the Disability Resource Center (Room 2, Alumni Gym, 257-2754, (jkarnes@uky.edu), for coordination of campus disability services available to students with disabilities.
