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WRD 110 COMPOSITION AND COMMUNICATION 1. 3)
Compositionand Communication | istheintroductory coursein atwo-course sequence designed to engage studentsin composing and
communicating ideas using speech, writing, and visuals. Studentswill develop interpersonal communication, critical thinking, and
information literacy skillsby exploring what it meansto be engaged, twenty-first century citizens. Studentswill practice composing,
critiquing, andrevisingideasbased onpersonal experience, observation, andfieldwork inthecommunity, culminatinginseveral discrete
projectsusingoral, written, and visual modalities.

WRD 111 COMPOSITION AND COMMUNICATION II. 3)
Composition and Communication Il is the second of two genera education courses focused on integrated oral, written, and visual
communicationskill development emphasizingcritical inquiry andresearch. Inthiscourse, studentswill exploreissuesof publicconcern
usingrhetorical analysis, engageindeliberation over thoseissues, and ultimately proposesol utionsbased onwel l-devel oped arguments.
Studentswill sharpen their ability to conduct research; compose and communicate in written, oral, and visual modalities; and work
effectively in groups (dyads and small groups). A significant component of the classwill consist of learning to use visual and digital
resources, firsttoenhancewrittenand oral presentationsand|later tocommuni catemassmedi ated messagesto variouspublicaudiences.
Overthecourseof thesemester, classmemberscan expect towork independently, withapartner, andinasmall group (team) toinvestigate,
sharefindings, and compose and deliver presentations, aswell asto practice and eval uate interpersonal and team dynamicsin action.
Prereq: CIS 110 or WRD 110.

WRD 112 ACCELERATED COMPOSITION AND COMMUNICATION Il (WRD). 3
WRD 112isanaccel erated version of theComposition& Communication|l UK Corerequirement. WRD 112 focusesonintegratedoral,
written, and visual communication skill devel opment and emphasizescritical inquiry and research. Studentswill sharpentheir ability to
conduct research; compose and communicateinwritten, oral, and visual modalities; and useinterpersonal skillstowork effectively in
groups. Prereg: AP English Composition score of 4 or 5, an ACT English score of 32 or higher, an SAT verbal scoreof 720 or higher,
or acceptanceinto the University’ sHonors Program.

*WRD 130 INTRODUCTORY WORKSHOP (Subtitle required). (1-3)
Flexiblecoursehoursthat supplement an existing courseor provideintroductory traininginaparticul ar areaof writing, rhetoric, or digital
studies. Repeatable up to 6 hours.

WRD 203 BUSINESS WRITING. 3
Instruction and experiencein writing for business, industry, and government. Emphasis on clarity, conciseness, and effectivenessin
preparing letters, memos, and reports for specific audiences. Prereq: Completion of University Writing requirement or new general
education Communications(6 hour) sequence. ThiscourseisaGraduation Composition and Communi cation Requirement (GCCR) course
in certain programs, and henceisnot likely to beeligiblefor automatic transfer credit to UK.

WRD 204 TECHNICAL WRITING. 3)
Instructionand experienceinwriting for scienceand technol ogy. Emphasisonclarity, conciseness, and effectivenessin preparing l etters,
memos, and reportsfor specificaudiences. Prereq: Completionof University Writing requirement. ThiscourseisaGraduation Composition
and Communi cation Requirement (GCCR) coursein certain programs, and henceisnot likely to beeligiblefor automatictransfer credit
to UK.

WRD 205 WRITING AND RHETORIC (Subtitle required). 3
Anopentopicswriting coursefocused onrhetorical analysisof i ssuesof academic, political, socia , or cultural significance. Studentswill
interpret, analyze, and evaluate rhetorical strategies employed in print and digital texts. Prereg: Completion of Composition and
Communication requirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 208 MULTIMEDIA WRITING. 3)
Thiscoursedevel opsapractical understanding of writing and rhetori c through multimediapl atformsand artifacts. Studentswill produce
and publishtothewebinarangeof mediasuchasdigital video and photography, blogs, wikis, podcasts, and comics. Prereq: Completion
of Compositionand Communi cation requirement or consent of instructor.
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WRD 210 SOCIAL MEDIA: THEORY, CULTURE, POLITICS, PRACTICE. 3
Thecourseexamineshow socia mediaandthewriting practicesweemploy influencenotionsof what it meansto partici patein community,
society, and publicdiscourse. Studentswill composeacrossdifferent social mediaplatformsandexploretheoretical literaturetoexamine
thewaysthesetoolsareevolving. Prereq: Completion of Composition and Communi cation requirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 225 CRAFT WRITING. 3
Instructionand practiceinwriting for thefood and beverageindustry. Emphasi sonthehistory and culture of thecraft beer industry and
common practicesinwritten and digital communi cation, argumentation and persuasion, narrative, and engagement with social media.
Prereq: Compl etion of Compositionand Communication requirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 300 INTRODUCTION TO WRITING, RHETORIC, AND DIGITAL STUDIES. 3
Thiscourseintroducesstudentstothetheory of rhetoricand composition. Studentsmay examinethetheoretical, ethical, and stylisticissues
connectedtowritinginvariousrhetorical situations, includingdigital environments. Thecourseformsatheoretical foundationfor all other
WRD coursesandisrequiredfor all WRD majors. Prereq: Compl etion of Composition and Communication requirement or consent of
instructor.

WRD 301 STYLE FOR WRITERS. 3
Thiscourseisdesigned for thosewho wishtoimprovetheir ownwriting styleor thestyleof others. Whilethe coursemay includesome
account of historical changesin prosestyleandrequiresomestylisticanalysisof literary texts, theemphasi sison editing contemporary
prose, both in exercises and in the students’ own writing. Studentswill learn and practice principles such as economy, coordination,
subordination, precision, parallelism, balance, coherence, rhythm, clarity, and grace. ProvidesENG Magjor El ectivecreditand ENG minor
credit. Prereg: Completion of UK Core Composition and Communication I-11 requirement or equivalent. (SameasENG 301.)

WRD 302 THE ESSAY. 3)
Intensivewriting and reading inthe genre of theessay. The coursewill explorethe conventionsof the essay and may analyze historical
changesinthegenreor survey well-known essayists such asM ontaigne and Woolf. Studentswill writeessaysand analyzethestylistic
choicesof professional essayistsinorder toinformtheir ownwritinginthegenre. Prereq: Compl etion of Compositionand Communication
reguirement and consent of instructor.

WRD 304 WRITING IN THE SOCIAL SCIENCES. 3)
Instruction and practicewith themajor genresand argumentative structuresof writinginthesocial sciences. Special emphasison—and
practicewith—thewritten normsthat shape disciplinary knowledgein social scientificfields. Prereq: Completion of Composition and
Communicationrequirement or consent of instructor. ThiscourseisaGraduation Compositionand Communication Requirement (GCCR)
coursein certain programs, and henceisnot likely to be eligiblefor automatic transfer credit to UK.

#WRD 305 WRITING PUBLIC SCIENCE. 3
Instruction and practice with popular audience genres and argumentsin and about science, intended for both science and non-science
majors. Prereq: Compl etion of Compositionand Communi cation requirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 306 INTRODUCTION TO PROFESSIONS IN WRITING. 3)
Thiscourseoffersanintroductiontoand preparationfor careersintheteaching of writing, professional writing, publishing, and editing.
Prereq: Completion of Compositionand Communication requirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 308 VISUAL RHETORIC. 3)
Thiscourseintroducesvisual rhetoric, coveringitshistory, current practice, and possi bl efutures. Utili zing thedisciplinary tool sof rhetoric,
students will compose in textual and visual modes, learning a variety of methods with which to create and critique visuals. Prereq:
Compl etion of Compositionand Communication requirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 311 HISTORY OF THE DOCUMENTARY. 3
Thiscourseisdesignedtotracetheevol ution of thedocumentary film. Althoughtheemphasiswill beonthedevel opment of the American
documentary, studentswill al sobel ookinginto contributionsfromacrosstheworl d. Prereg: Compl etionof Compositionand Communication
reguirement or consent of instructor.
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WRD 312 INTRODUCTION TO DOCUMENTARY. 3
Thiscourseisdedicated to critical examination of approachesto thedocumentary, and the construction of adocumentary of one’ sown.
Studentswill examine different strategies, structures, and topics, with an eyeto production. Prereq: Compl etion of Composition and
Communication requirement and consent of instructor.

WRD 320 RHETORICAL THEORY AND HISTORY. 3)
Thiscourseintroducesstudentstothescholarly study of rhetoric by expl oring theinterrel ationship of theory, criticism, and practicewithin
aparticular historical context. Prereg: Compl etion of Composition and Communication requirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 322 RHETORIC AND ARGUMENT. 3

Thiscourseexaminestheoriesof rhetorical argument. Studentsread rhetorical theoristswho specul ateabout what makescertain speech
persuasive, aswell ascontemporary rhetoricianswho areactually creating persuasivewritten and oral texts. Studentsusethesetheories
toanalyzeand construct original arguments. Prereq: Compl etion of Compositionand Communi cation reguirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 324 WRITING CENTER PEER TUTORING. 3)
Anundergraduate seminar that preparesqualified undergraduate studentsto become engaged and effective peer consultantsinthe UK
Writing Center. Studentsinthecourseareactively involvedinreading, writing, li stening, observing, speaking, researching, and presenting
asthey becomeimmersedinthetheory and practiceof Writing Center consulting. Prereq: Compl etionof Compositionand Communication
reguirement and consent of instructor.

WRD 395 INDEPENDENT STUDY. (1-3)
For undergraduate majorsin WRD with astanding of 3.0 inthe major and permission of the Director of Undergraduate Studies. Each
student pursuesacourseindependently under theguidanceof afaculty member and producesat | east onemajor proj ect. Prereg: Standing
of 3.0inthe major and permission of the Director of Undergraduate Studies.

WRD 399 INTERNSHIP. (2-6)
Internshipinthe community that bringstogether the student’ scritical and practical knowledge of writing, rhetoric, or digital media. In
addition to eval uation by theinternship supervisor for the course grade, the studentswill produceareflective research project that may
be presented in an annual public research forum. Repeatable up to 6 hours. Prereq: Completion of Composition and Communication
requirement and consent of I nternship Supervisor.

*WRD 401 SPECIAL TOPICS IN WRITING (Subtitle required). 3
Studiesof special topicsinwriting, inareassuch asliterary nonfiction (essays), respondingtoliterature, cultural critique, and composing
law andjustice. Topicsannounced the preceding semester. M ay berepeated under different subtitlesto amaximum of six credits. Does
not fulfill ENG major 400-level courserequirement. ProvidesENG M ajor Electivecredit and ENG minor credit. Prereq: Compl etion of
UK Core Compositionand Communication I-11 requirement and consent of instructor. (SameasENG 401.)

WRD 402 AUTOBIOGRAPHICAL COMPOSITION (Subtitle required). 3
A specia topicscoursewhichexaminesaparti cular medium of autobiographical composition (textual , digital, or performative) and/or the
waysautobiographical composingisusedinparticul ar contextsor communities. Studentsstudy and produceautobiographical composition.
M ode of composing (print, digital, performance, or acombination) isat thediscretion of theinstructor. Repeatable up to 6 hoursunder
different subtitles. Prereq: Completion of Composition and Communication requirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 405 EDITING ENGLISH PROSE. 3)
Thiscourseisdesignedfor studentsinterestedinthebasi csof editingand publishing and offersinstructionand extensivepracticeinediting
and revising both the student’ sownwriting and the proseworksof others. In additiontolearning techniquesof revision, verification of
sources, and preparation of manuscripts, studentswill beexpectedtolearnabout theediting professiongenerally andtofollow trendsin
editingand publishing. Not for studentswithwriting deficiencies. Doesnot fulfill ENG Mgj or 400-level courserequirement. ProvidesENG
Major Elective credit and ENG Minor credit. Prereq: WRD 301, or WRD 306, or consent of instructor. (Same as ENG 405.)

WRD 406 TOPICS IN PROFESSIONAL WRITING (Subtitle required). 3
Thiscourseaddressescontemporary genresof professional writing, including professional correspondence, reports, and social mediamost
oftenfoundinbusiness, technical, and scientificcommunities. Thecoursea so addressesthecommontool sandtechnol ogiesof professional
writing production and practice. Prereq: WRD 204 or WRD 306 or consent of instructor.
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WRD 408 DIGITAL COMPOSING. 3
Thiscourseprovidesgroundingintheanalysisandtheory of digital composition, whichwill inform personal, professional, or community-
based projects. Projects will encourage students to work flexibly across various digital platforms. Prereq: WRD 308 or consent of
instructor.

#WRD 410 RHETORIC AND POPULAR CULTURE (Subtitle required). 3
Special topicsexploringrhetoricand popul ar culture, withafocusontheeveryday persuasionandinfluencegenerated throughfilms, music,
television, social media, and other forms of public discourse. Repeatable up to 6 hours. Prereq: Completion of Composition and
Communication requirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 412 INTERMEDIATE DOCUMENTARY PRODUCTION. 3)
Thiscourseexploresarangeof documentary approachesand styles, after whichworkshop and production of students’ owndocumentaries
will beemphasized. Studentswill focuson particul ar approachesand subjectsto devel op their individual signaturesand styles. Prereq:
Completion of WRD 312 or consent of theinstructor.

WRD 420 RHETORICAL TRADITIONS (Subtitle required). 3)
Thiscourseoffersadetailed examination of the history and theory of aspecific rhetorical tradition or group of traditions. Studentswill
gainfamiliarity withkey conceptsandtermsinarhetorical tradition, compareand contrast culturally situated definitionsof rhetoric, and
better understand theway rhetorical historiography influenceshow rhetorical traditionsaredefined and taught. Repeatableupto 6 hours
under different subtitles. Prereq: Completion of WRD 320 or consent of instructor.

WRD 422 PUBLIC ADVOCACY (Subtitle required). 3
This course examines the work that writing does in the world by connecting the study of persuasion in specific social movements,
campaigns, and genreswith opportunitiesfor studentsto createtextsand campaigns. Thiscoursemay offer ahistorical or contemporary
focus, and may examinelocal, regional, national, or transnational movements. Prereq: Compl etion of WRD 320 or WRD 322 or consent
of theinstructor.

WRD 425 ENVIRONMENTAL WRITING. 3)
Studentswill consider thewayswritersaddressenvironmental i ssuesby expl oring variousformsof environmental writing, frompersonal
narrativetoliterary nonfictiontoadvocacy. Prereq: Completion of Compositionand Communi cationrequirement or consent of instructor.

WRD 430 ADVANCED WORKSHOP (Subtitle required). (2-3)
Flexiblecoursehoursthat supplement an existing courseor provideadvanced trainingin aparticular areaof writing, rhetoric, or digital
studies. Prereq: Completion of Composition and Communication requirement or consent of instructor. This course is a Graduation
Compositionand Communication Requirement (GCCR) coursein certain programs, and henceisnot likely to beeligiblefor automatic
transfer credit to UK.
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
