ÅUsed in networks with NT or 
Windows 2000/2003 servers

ÅControls local machine and 
network access

ÅAccount details stored on the 
server
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Built -in User Accounts

ÅAdministrator

ÅGuest
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Administrator Account

ÅThe installer has administrator 
privileges.

ÅThe administrator creates other 
accounts.

ÅThe administrator is all-
powerful.
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Creating User 

Accounts
New users are 

added with the 

Computer 

Management 

Snap-in
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User Groups
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Administrators

ÅAdministrators have full access 

to the computer/domain
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Users

ÅUsers can operate the computer 

and save documents, but cannot 

install programs or make 

potentially damaging changes 

to the system files and settings
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Power Users

ÅPower Users can modify the 

computer and install programs, 

but cannot read files that belong 

to other users
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Backup Operator

ÅBackup Operators can only use 

a backup program to backup 

files and folders from the 

computer
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Access is Controlled

ÅAccount must be created

ÅPermissions and Rights must be 

granted to users

ÅWith proper configuration, 

security can be absolute.

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Share Permissions

ÅShare Permissions do not affect 

local users

ÅShare Permissions control 

access from the network
