WorldCat Local (InfoKat plus WorldCat plus articles:  One stop!)

You can share your lists.  WorldCat Local lists don't show our local call 

numbers until you click to get the full WorldCat record.  You can tag 

records and write reviews.   

 

  



WorldCat Local records give you our local circulation information, plus 

the "Request It" button hooks you to InfoKat for book-express, holds, 

recalls.    If we don't have the item, then click "Request Item through 

Interlibrary Loan."   WorldCat Local will zip you over to your ILLiad 

account. 

 

 

 

  



To check for e-versions or e-journals the WorldCat records also click 

you to "Get Text @ UK!"

 

 

Get Text @ UK!  Look for this button in our databases.  It connects you 

to the e-text in another database.  If we don't have the e-version it will 

also connect you to InfoKat to check on our print holdings.  If we don't 

have it at all, it will connect you to ILLiad so that you can order a copy 

from another library.

If we don't have them use ILLiad to get books and articles from other 

libraries.  You can get electronic copies of articles!  Choose your 

favorite library as your pick-up point for the books.  Set up your account 

and ILLiad remembers you personal details.  You'll need your library 

barcode to set up your ILLiad account.
