Reading Table 23.2

· The X-axis is the measurement axis. We are not concerned about quadrants; we are concerned about vertical differences. The Table 23 plots show contrasts between types of items: those at the top versus those at the bottom. 

· We look at the items at each end, usually labeled A, B, C,.. versus a, b, c,.. for the first factor and see if there is a difference between the meaning of the items that is important, enduring and relevant. 

· Letters "A" and "a" identify items (persons) with the most opposed loadings on the first factor in the residuals. On subsequent factors, the items retain their first factor identifying letters.

· We can also compare the eigenvalue to the strength of the overall measuring system, the yardstick (variance in the data explained by the measures). Here, the yardstick is 22 times stronger than the first factor in the residuals. It is 4.1 times stronger than all the randomness in the data ("signal-to-noise" ratio).
