Poster Presentation “How To’s”

1. Open power point – file: page set up.

2. Set as landscape: width at 56, height at 36: using blank presentation w/o backgrounds.

3. Title font at 96 Arial (easier to read); author names and affiliations at 44-48 arial

4. Text font should be at 32-36 Arial (rule: standing back 4-6 feet from poster you can read it with ease).

5. Using text boxes: cut and paste your sections into the slide (using condensed bulleted points)

a. Background information (4-5 bulleted points)

b. Aims of study

c. Method

i. Participants

ii. Procedures

iii. Measures (use table for descriptives/scale items/correlations)

d. Results

i. Put major findings in bulleted points and/or in tables

e. Discussion (using bulleted points)

f. References (can use smaller font if need more space).

g. Contact information (email)

6. Other considerations:

a. Make use of white space

b. SSTARS double check the version of ppt. you are using in the sstars lab (some spacing issues arise with different versions)

c. Matte paper and black/blue color ink is free.

d. You must provide glossy and color ink cartridge if you wish to use such things on your presentation.

e. Make an appt. one week in advance.

f. Some graphs copy funny into ppt. from word, if you have time; scan the item in the ITC as an image…so that you don’t lose your formatting.

g. Before you take your disk to SSTARS, print out “scale to fit paper” version to check for proper spacing.
