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TA 110 THEATRE: AN INTRODUCTION. 3
Thiscourseprovidesanintroductionandinvestigationintheanalysis, research, production, and creativetechniquescentral totheart of
theatre. Student will read performancetexts, attend live performances, and createapublic performance. Thisonlinehybrid coursewill
meet face-to-face one session per week.

TA 120 CREATIVITY AND THE ART OF ACTING. 3

Thiscourseprovidesstudentswiththetool sto createtheir own, short, original worksof theatre. Studentswill explorerecent and current
trendsintheatrethat allow performerstobecomecreatorsof their ownworks. Studentswill examinethewaysthey caninterpret language,
literature, poetry, and dramatictextsto devel op new waysto communicatetheir ideasin performancethroughtheidiom of anensemble.

TA 126 ACTING I: FUNDAMENTALS OF ACTING. 3
A broad spectrum of skillswill beexplored in the creative process of acting ensemble. These skillsincludeimprovisation, movement
disciplines(including theatregames, modern dance, and characterization), emotional and sensory awareness, andtheprocessof integrating
theseinto aclearly defined stage technique. Lecture, three hours; laboratory, two hours per week.

#TA 130 FRESHMAN CORNERSTONE. 1)
This course introduces students to best practices and opportunities for careers and strategies for success in theatre. Theatre faculty
members lecture on their particular area of theatre and illustrate ways students can succeed in each discipline. Career development
emphasi sincludescoursework, internshipsand summer employment. Courserequired for theatremajorsinthefirst spring semester of
residency.

TA 150 CREATIVITY AND THE ART OF DESIGN AND PRODUCTION. 3
A comprehensive study of the basic organizational structure, processes and techniques involved in theatre design, technology and
management with particular reference to the UK Theatre.

TA 220 SHAKESPEARE PAGE TO STAGE. 3
Shakespeare’ splayswerewrittento beperformed, not read, and thiscourseexploreshow to direct, act, and design hisplays. Thecourse
explorestechniquesindirecting, acting, and design, and exami nesfamousstageand film productionsof thelast hundred years. Theclass
culminatesindesign projectsand student performances.

TA 225 VOCAL PRODUCTION FOR THE STAGE I. 3
Thetheory and practice of stage diction. Mastery of these vocal techniqueswill lead the student to the eradication of regional speech
patterns, an appreciation of vocal craft and discipline and an awareness of the diversity of vocal expression.

TA 236 ACTING: COMEDY STYLES. 3
Thiscourseintroduces student actorsto avariety of comedy acting stylesand techniques. Prereq: TA 126 or TA 120 or permission of
instructor.

TA 237 ACTING: SCENE STUDY. 3
Anadvanced|ecture/laboratory courseconcentrating on acting techniquesintegral tothesuccessful execution of scenework, including
text analysis, character construction, improvisation, and stage behavior. Prereq: TA 120 0or TA 126.

TA 260 STAGECRAFT. ®3)
Study of theory, principles and techniques of stage construction. Assignments in laboratory and backstage during rehearsals and
performances. Lecture, two hours; laboratory, five hours.

TA 265 COSTUME PRODUCTION. 3
A study of the principles and techniques of costume construction. Lecture, one hour; laboratory, three hours per week.

TA 267 LIGHTING AND SOUND TECHNOLOGY. 3
Anintroduction to lighting and sound practiceintoday’ stheatre. Lighting topicsinclude use and maintenance of lighting equipment,
photometrics, basi ¢ theatrical wiring and modern theatre systems. Sound topicsinclude use of sound equipment for enhancement and
reinforcement of theatrical productionsand basic sound editing. Lecture, three hours; laboratory, two hours per week.
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TA 275 STAGE MANAGEMENT. 3
Thislecture-studio courseexpl orestherol eand responsibiliti esof thestagemanager inacademic, community, regional, and professional
theatre settings.

TA 286 SOCIAL ACTION THEATRE. 3)
Thiscoursewill exploreapplicationsof theatrepracti ceand performanceasthey contributeto variouscul turesand/or community groups.

TA 300 SPECIAL PROJECTS IN THEATRE (Subtitle required). (1-3)
Reading, research, lectureand experimentationinaparticul ar areaof theatrehistory, theory, design and/or performance. Thiscoursewill
enablethe student to link theory and practiceto develop arole, or performances study for the stage. May be repeated to amaximum of
twelvecredits. Prereq: By audition or permission of instructor.

TA 311 AUDITION TECHNIQUES. 3
Thiscourseisanintroduction to basic theatre audition techniques. Prereq: TA 126 or TA 120 or equivalent.
TA 326 ADVANCED ACTING (Subtitle required). 3

A courseof advanced study focused on asignificant acting styleor performancetradition. Repeatableuptosix credit hours. Prereq: TA
126 and TA 237 or permission of instructor.

TA 330 THEATRE DIRECTING I. 3)
Discussionand practiceof thedirector’ shasi ctechni ques, methodsand responsibilities. Study of movement, interpretation of line, useof
stageareas, useof levels, script analysis, and understanding dramati c action. L ecture, two hours; laboratory, two hoursper week. Prereq:
Major or consent of instructor.

TA 336 ADVANCED ACTING: CLASSICAL STYLES. 3
A course of advanced study focused on three classical western acting styles from ancient Greece, Elizabethan England, Restoration
England, or Neo-classic France. Prereq: TA 126 or TA 120; and TA 237.

TA 348 MUSICAL THEATRE TECHNIQUE. 3
Musical Theatre Techniquewill providestudentswithabasi cunderstanding of the specialized acting techniquerequiredto performinthe
genreof musical theatre. Utilizingtheliteratureof Musical Theatre, studentswill learnto coordinatedial ogue, mel ody, lyrics, and staging
for performance. Studentswill beexposedtoabasi cframework of musical theatrehistory, including notabledirectors,innovations, styles,
andproductions.

TA 350-352 TOPICS IN THEATRE. (©))
Reading, research, lectureand/or discussioninvariousareasof theatrehistory, technol ogy and practice. May berepeatedthreetimesfor
amaximum of 12 hourswhen identified by different course subtitles. Prereq: Major or consent of instructor.

#TA 360 ADVANCED STAGECRAFT. 3
Thiscoursecomplementsand enhancestheskillsand methodol ogieslearnedin TA 260. Studiesfocusonthefiner constructiontechniques
used inthe construction of stage properties, metalworking, and project planning. Prereq: TA 260.

TA 361 GRAPHICS FOR THEATRE. 3
A studio coursetodevelopthegraphic skillsinrelationto theatrical designand technology. Sketching, rendering, mechanical drafting,
pattern drafting, CAD, and relative computer programs are explored. May be repeated to amaximum of six hours. Prereq: TA 115 or
TA 150 or consent of instructor.

TA 364 STAGE MAKEUP. 3)
Studio coursein the application and design of makeup for the stage.

*TA 365 COSTUME DESIGN. 3
A lecture/studio coursetoteach basic skillsincostumedesignthrough analysis, collaboration, research, and rendering. L ecture, onehour;
studio, four hours per week.
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*TA 367 LIGHTING DESIGN. 3
Theory, practiceand design of lighting for thetheatre. Examination of thepracti cal and aestheticrequirementsof lightingthroughresearch
andanalysis. Application of theory tolightinavariety of contextsincluding theatre, opera, musicalsand concerts. L ecture, threehours;
laboratory, three hours per week.

TA 368 VISUAL STORYTELLING. 3)
Explore communicating astory through non-text based means using the visual medium of puppet and mask theatre and its associated
techniques. May be repeated to amaximum of six hours.

*TA 369 SOUND DESIGN FOR THE THEATRE. 3
M ore sophisticated sound systemsin moviestheatresand homeaudio-visual systemsraisethe expectation of anintegrated soundscape
intheatrical productions. Our use of soundintheatreisrapidly changing and advancing; inthe past 20 yearswe have gonefromreel to
reel taperecorder technology toi Tunestoafully digital design process. Inthisclassyouwill learnhow wedevel op andimplement asound
designfor atheatreproduction. Thisclasswill cover readingascript for sound, choi ceand acquisition of sound effectsand music, recording
and playback systemsand integration of sound inthe production process.

TA 370 STAGING HISTORY. 3
A one-semester course dedi cated to the research, devel opment and creation of a“ Docu-Drama”’ or Documentary Play based onalocal,
regional or national historic event, eraor site.

*TA 374 SCENE DESIGN. 3
Processof evolvingascenicdesignthrough play analysis, research, metaphysical associationandtheassimilation of theatrical artforms
against practical prescribedlimitations. Practiceindevel oping floor plans, €l evationsand simpl esketching techniques. L ecture, twohours;
laboratory, twohours.

TA 383 PLAY ANALYSIS. 3
Student actors, designers, directors, playwrightsand dramaturgswill beintroducedto critical methodol ogiesthat canbeappliedtoin-depth
analysis of a variety of styles and genres of dramatic literature and performance. This course is a Graduation Composition and
Communication Requirement (GCCR) coursein certain programs, and henceisnot likely to beeligiblefor automatic transfer credit to
UK.

TA 384 BLACK THEATRE WORKSHOP. 3)
A workshop that exploresthe history, literature and performance of theater artists of the African diaspora. (Sameas AAS 384.)

TA 385 WORLD THEATRE I. 3
A multicultural andintercontinental exploration of thehistory, theory, dramaticliterature, and practicesof theatrefromitsearliest origins
to 1800 c.e.

TA 386 WORLD THEATRE II. 3
A multicultural and transnati onal examination of thehistory, theory, dramaticliterature, and practi cesof theatrefrom 1800tothe present
day. The second of two coursesin atwo semester sequence of World Theatre.

TA 387 SEMINAR IN DRAMATIC LITERATURE (Subtitle required). 3
Advancedreadinganddiscussionintheatreliterature, theory and criticism. May berepeated toamaximumof 12 creditswhenidentified
by different coursesubtitles. Prereg: Major or permission of instructor.

TA 388 HISTORY OF THE AMERICAN MUSICAL. 3)
Beginning with the 1866 production of The Black Crook, the American Musical has appeal ed to audiences of every type. Thiscourse
examinesthehistory and devel opment of themusi cal and analyzesthevarioustypesand stylesof musical productions, includingmusicals
that havebeenmadeintofilms. Particul ar attentionispai dtoinvestigating themusi cal asamanifestation of social, political, cultural values
andnorms.

*TA 390 THEATRE PRACTICUM. Q)
The study and practice of production, performance or directing techniques through rehearsal and performance. May berepeated to a
maximum of eight credit hours. Prereg: Consent of instructor and filing of prospectus.
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#TA 392 DESIGN OR PRODUCTION ASSISTANT. (2-3)
For studentsinterestedin design andtechnol ogy, thiscourseallowsthemtowork under thedirect supervision of amember of thedesign
and technology faculty asthey assist on aproject for the UK Theatre Season. May be repeated to maximum of twelve credits. Prereq:
Filing of aCollege of Fine ArtsLearning Contract at time of registration and consent of chairperson.

TA 395 INDEPENDENT WORK. (2-3)
For undergraduate majorsin theatre arts. Pursueindependent work under the guidance of astaff member. Writeapaper embodyingthe
resultsof hisresearch study and take an examination. May berepeated to amaximum of 12 credits. Prereq: Major, filing of prospectus
at timeof registration, and consent of chairperson.

TA 399 FIELD BASED/COMMUNITY BASED EDUCATION. (1-15)
A community-based or fiel d-based experienceintheatre, under the supervision of afaculty member. May berepeated to amaximum of
15credits. Prereq: Consent of instructor and department chairperson; compl etion of departmental |earning agreement. (Approval of Dean
of Fine Artsrequired for morethan six credits per semester.)

TA 465 ADVANCED COSTUME EXPLORATION: (Subtitle required). 3
Advancedtechniquesincostumedesign, productionand history areexpl oredin afocused and guided environment. Handson projectsare
designedtostimulatecreativity inaclosely mentored atmosphere. M ayberepeated upto ninehoursunder adifferent subtitle. Prereg: TA
265 or TA 365 or consent of instructor.

TA 470 ADVANCED PROJECT IN DESIGN. 3
A continuation of coursework inastudent’ schosen areaof design and production (scenery, costumes, or lighting). Thefirst half of the
coursewill focusonthedesign, and thesecond half onthe production of design. Lecture, onehour; studio, four hoursper week. May be
repeatedtoamaximumof six credits. Prereq: TA 260, TA 265, TA 267, and oneof thefollowing: TA 365, TA 367, TA 374; and consent
of theinstructor.

#TA 474 SCENIC ART. 3
Thisisastudio courseabout scenepainting, color theory, andtheir practical applicationfor theatre, film, andinterior design. Thiscourse
will focuson classi cfaux finishesand pai nting techni quescommonly usedinthetheatreindustry. Thiscourserequiresadditional costfor
suppliesand participationindepartmental (oncampus) productions.

TA 485 FRENCH THEATRE: CULTURE, TEXT AND PERFORMANCE. 3)
Thiscoursewill focusonaparticul ar period or playwright’ swork fromthecannon of French Dramatic Literature, and explorethesocial
and cultural world of the period and playwright. Coursework will includeapublic performance, using both Englishand French languages.
May berepeated toamaximumof six hours. Prereq: Premaj or requirementsmust becompleted, or consent of instructor. Someknowledge
of Frenchishelpful.

TA 490 SENIOR CAPSTONE. 1)
A capstonecourseintheatre. Thiscourse measures, through acomprehensiveexamination and rigorousexercises, thetheatrestudent’ s
retention of knowledgefromtheundergraduateexperienceandtheir preparednessfor further education or theprofession. Prereq: Senior
standing, completion of corecurriculum.

TA 499 PROFESSIONAL THEATRE INTERNSHIP. (1-12)

A professional theatreinternship, which providesstudentswith experiential learningintheareaof theatrearts. Theinternshipisidentified
and conducted under supervision of aTheatre Department faculty member. Studentsmust filealearning contract withthe Collegeof Fine
Arts. May berepeated to amaximum of 12 credits. Prereq: Overall GPA 2.5, upper division standinginmajor, or consent of instructor.

TA 516 PLAYWRITING. 3
A coursedesignedfor studentsinterestedin creativedrama. Thecompl etion of at |east oneplay isrequired. May berepeated toamaximum
of six credits. Prereq: Consent of instructor.

TA 526 PLAYWRITING II. 3)
An advanced workshop in the art and craft of playwriting. Prereg: TA 516.
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TA 530 EXPERIMENT IN DIRECTING. 3
Thiscourseexposesstudentsto thedirecting stylesof | eading avant-garde 20th and 21st century stagedirectorsfrom around theworld.
Each student will select aparticular director toresearch, todocument inwriting, andtorecreatethe selected individual’ sdirecting style
asanappliedexercise. A student may repeat thisthreecredit coursesel ecting both adifferent timeperiod and director to study; therefore,
this course may betaken for up to six credit hours.
