TITLE:  “Political Participation among Persons with Disabilities, the Christian 


Right, and Labor Unions”

ABSTRACT:  A rich tradition of literature has examined political participation in the United States.  The most common factors which are used to predict political participation are resources (such as education and income), efficacy (the belief that one is able to influence politics) and mobilization (being asked to participate).  Several recent  works (Verba, Schlozman and Brady 1995; Rosenstone and Hansen 1993) have shown these factors to work well in predicting participation of the general public.  In my  dissertation I take this model and apply it to three large, diverse social groups in the United States:  Persons with disabilities, the Christian Right, and labor unions.  While I expect that resources, efficacy and mobilization will each play an important role in predicting participation rates for each group, I expect that the importance of the various factors will differ for each group.  For example, the lack of resources attained by most disabled persons may be the primary prohibitive factor in encouraging participation of this group.  A sense of personal efficacy may enable the Christian Right to focus their sights in pursuit of ‘this worldly’ goals, and allow them to pursue political action.  The mobilization of individuals in labor unions may be a deciding factor in explaining their level of political participation.  For all groups I expect to see that group consciousness will increase participation rates of their members as well.
